John had to correct a rumor, because if people actually believed Jesus said John wasn’t going to die and he died, then Jesus got it wrong. John had to protect His integrity.
The Lord wasn’t saying, “You’re not going to have anything to do with John.” The Lord was saying to him, “You follow My _______ for you.
Peter has now been restored.
This is a fitting ending to the Gospel of John because the glory of the gospel eventually ends up with us, and whether or not we’re going to love Christ, sacrifice for Him, and be content to follow Him, obey Him.
I want to thank you for your patience with my teaching of the Gospel of John.
Now we press onward into the Gospel of Matthew, as we will study the words of a self-proclaimed tax-collector under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit. May God bless us richly.
